 What should have been a night of celebration for Delluuzian nobles turned 
disastrous when the Crown Prince, Julian Wallace Adrian, was killed by a 
curse that had been placed on the crown jewels.

              Following the brief death of the Royal 
Heir Prince Julian Wallace Adrian his 
younger brother should be crowned the new 
heir to the Delluuzian throne.
